In this role, as part of a three year partnership between
Cybersmile and Riot Games, Ivan founded and co-authored the League of Legends school
program entitled ‘Learn with League,’ an educational initiative and framework to support
youth in their digital journeys and, in turn, the caregivers who support them. By 2021, over
300 high schools andmultiple community centers in Australia and New Zealand had
participated in the initiative. Critically, participants categorized as unsportsmanlike at the
initiative's start showed a sustained improvement in positive and productive behavior
post-implementation.



Ivan Davies, Cybersmile Community Wellbeing Advisor, said: “Everyone should have an equal
right to participate fully and freely. The Cybersmile Foundation have lived out these principles
tirelessly for over a decade, promoting online environments that are positive and free from
hate and harassment. Previously, we achieved positive outcomes together when supporting
the League of Legends community. I'm excited to be working with The Cybersmile Foundation
again to foster sustainable social impact and societal change.”

Ivan has also pioneered the design, implementation, and post-implementation analysis of the
Assessment for Learning framework to improve student performance. This formative
assessment framework provided amore holistic assessment of behavior and performance
which was subsequently integrated into the UK Education System, and has been widely
adopted worldwide.

Launched in 2017, the charity’s advisory panel includes a number of world-renowned thought
leaders in areas such as research, diversity & inclusion, internet safety, mental health,
parenting, gaming, sports and personal wellbeing. The international panel members play a
key role in the development and facilitation of the organization’s education programs,
support services, research projects and awareness campaigns.
